ABSTRACT OF THE ACADEMIC DISCIPLINE

This is a cross-cultural and interdisciplinary subject. Chinese music has been flowing down
the Silk Road for more than 2,000 years. From the 16th century, the ideas of the Chinese pre-Qin
thinkers gradually began to be translated into Western languages by the missionaries who came to
China, and therefore Chinese musical aesthetics and compositions also began spreading to the
West. By the 18th and 19th centuries, European composers began to more frequently use Chinese
elements in their musical creations. In the 20th century, as Chinese musicians became active in
Europe and America, the history of Chinese music began to receive the attentionand emphasis of
many foreign musicologists, who categorized the history and theory of Chinese music according
to the western music system and translated them into their writings about Chinese music.

Its features are determined by the task of
conveying the unique features of Chinese culture to Ukrainian students.
